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Upgrade of Beggars Lane and Lubbersthorpe Link
The main constraints identified below are shown on Figure 3.

Air Quality: The site is not located within an Air Quality Management Area
(AQMA).

Noise and Vibration: Being adjacent to the M1 and M69, noise and vibration
levels are likely to be influenced by traffic noise. Baseline noise monitoring has not
been undertaken during this initial assessment however, it is likely that noise and
vibration during construction and operation works may have an impact on local
residential properties.

Ecology: No statutory or non-statutory designated areas were identified within the
site area.

Water Resources: The sites are not identified as being within any areas of flood
risk following the Environment Agency website. A ditch runs part of the length of
the new route from Beggars lane. The site is within a Catchment Abstraction
Management Strategies (CAMS) area.

Heritage: A Scheduled monument for Rabbit Warren (number 30239) is located
approximately 100m west of the Site and Lubbesthorpe Medieval Settlement
remains (number 30274) is present at Abbey farm approximately 600m south. A
search for listed buildings and conservation areas has not been included in this
scope of works.

Landscape and Visual Amenity: The detail of landscape character and visual
amenity is not considered in detail in this report. However, from an initial
understanding of the area, the sites are potentially sensitive to landscape change.
The majority of the site is within an entry stewardship area®. The improvement
schemes are likely to result in visual impacts on the site and surrounding area.
There is the potential for screening of sensitive receptors such as residential
property in close proximity to the proposed junction improvement.

Geology and soils: The BGS website shows the majority of the site to be
underlain by glaciofluvial deposits. Further assessment would be required to
confirm the historic use of the area and the potential for contaminated soils.

Community Issues: There are numerous footpaths and bridleways that run
throughout the proposed Lubbesthorpe Link. Potential severance by the new route
from Beggars Lane across the M1 is likely and would need to be addressed in the
improvement scheme design.

1 This is a voluntary scheme to encourage farmers to deliver simple and effective environmental management on
their farms (generally large scale operations). The scheme requires farmers to operate their farms with a basic level
of environmental management and then there are various options that the farmers can choose from including
hedgerow management, stone wall maintenance, low input grassland, and the use of buffer strips around field
margins. Farmers are paid by Natural England to operate under this scheme.

We report this land classification in desk study reports as it is generally found that farms operating under this scheme
will have a greater level of biodiversity due to the management techniques adopted. It would not preclude
development but would increase the potential for protected species or high level landscape character areas.
